Irish contributions to the cultural and economic life of Britain can hardly be overstated. In decades gone by the Irish provided the labour that re-built Britain and worked in various roles that supported the backbone of infrastructure in the post-war period. This contribution is not a thing of the past. Even now the Irish continue to form a large part of migration inflow and along with second and third generations have a significant presence in Britain’s cultural and economic life. 

While the fundamental rights of the Irish in Britain have been assured in all Brexit scenarios, many members of our community feel uncomfortable with the rise in hate-crime and anti-migrant rhetoric. This has been further exacerbated by the Windrush scandal. The pro-Brexit tabloids have attacked the Irish Government, political cooperation in Northern Ireland is deadlocked and there have been reports of Irish people in Britain suffering verbal abuse.
There is a legacy of worse times that can leave the Irish feeling disengaged with the wider British society. When not hidden in a ‘white’ category, there is consistent evidence that within the Irish community are some of the most vulnerable and disadvantaged in Britain. The highest rate of cancer, high rates of long-term sickness and significant levels of mental ill health make up the statistical profile of Irish health. There is also compelling evidence that the Irish feel less comfortable accessing services and do so in small numbers, and that some service providers rationalise away Irish need.
The Irish community make up a sizeable part of your constituency and have a lot to contribute. As a prospective MP we would be delighted to welcome you and think it would be advantageous to all if you were to meet with our community, and see how you can support the contribution and needs of Irish people in (Insert your area)
